January 1, 2011 marked the sixth year anniversary of the merger of City Hospital in Martinsburg
and Jefferson Memorial Hospital in Ranson with WVU Hospitals in Morgantown to form  West
Virginia University Hospitals -East .

Since the merger, the Eastern
has embarked on several extensive construction projects to
expand and enhance patient care services at both WVUHEast
hospitals.

On January 5, City Hospital opened a new 20,000 square foot,
20-b e d | CuU/ CCU, nearly doubl in
care for critically ill patie
cardiac catheterization lab, which opened in October 2010, began
24/7 operation to offer interventional and emergent cardiac cath
services along with the diagnostic cath lab service that wag
launched in June 2009.

Work continues on the new 40-bed Emergency Department at City Hospital which is slated to open in April 2011. The
expansion will allow for up to 60,000 patient visits per year increasing capacity from the current 40,000 to 45,000 patient
visits annually.

At Jefferson Memorial Hospital, a new Emergency
Department opened in August 2010 which included a new
fast track area for the treatment of minor emergencies,
major resuscitation rooms and enhanced triage and waiting
room areas.

Shortly thereafter, JMH added a 64-slice CT scanner and
remodeled the radiology suite. A new special care unit and
observation unit opened on the
space on the ground floor was renovated to provide office
space and a new chapel for patients and family members.

With the construction of a new medical office building near
t he hospital, pl ans ar e unde
