The 2010-2011 Leadership Berkeley Class met on Sunday 

morning January 30 th for our trip to the State Capitol and the 

Legislature in Charleston.  Sunday evening dinner we were 

joined by several of our local Delegates and Senators for a good 

Italian dinner and some casual conversation about their 

feelings on various issues.  Since we were a little early for our 

reservation, our Delegates and Senators were able to speak to 

our group on some issues they felt were important to us and 

took questions from the group.  

Senator John Unger, his assistant Terri Stowers and Delegate 

John Overington worked very hard with Tina to schedule the 

speakers and the rooms for us to meet in.  Thank you very 

much for their help in making the trip successful.  

Our first day at the Capitol had a very full agenda with speakers from a wide array of State Government.  Our day started off with 

Secretary of State Natalie Tennant updating our group on the modernization and other changes of her office since she was 

elected. Next on the agenda was State Treasurer John Perdue who spoke on the changes his office has made to assist our 

students in funding education.  Next, we moved on to the Senate Gallery where we were recognized by the Senate and they 

passed a resolution honoring our group.  In addition to the resolution, we were invited to the Senate floor to accept the 

resolution and get our picture taken with the Senators.  We then took a short break to have lunch in the Capitol cafeteria. 

The afternoon started with a visit to the Governorôs reception room where Governor Tomblin spoke with us and answered our 

questions on items since he was appointed Governor.  The weather cooperated enough for us to step outside for a picture with 

the Governor on the steps outside his office. The afternoon continued with Jason Webb who spoke to us about the role lobbyists 

play in getting legislation passed.  We were joined then by Senator Unger who spoke of his time in Leadership Berkeley and 

asked to give him our ideas on legislation that needed to be addressed.  Due to an unexpected illness in his office Attorney 

General Darrell McGraw was unable to meet with us.  Next on the agenda was Phillip Stowers Circuit Judge from Putnam 

County.  He discussed with us several items before the courts, especially truancy and the costs to the taxpayer.  We were joined 

during this session by two of our County Council members, Ms. Elaine Mauck and Mr. Bill Stubblefield, County Council attorney  

Norwood Bentley as well as Senator Ungerôs assistant Terri Stowers.  Our last speaker of the day was Reverend Dennis Sparks of 

the West Virginia Council of Churches, another advocacy group, who spoke of the groupôs efforts and works during such events 

as the recent mine disaster. We finished our day with a tour of Clay Center. 

Our second day began with a walking tour of the State Capitol building and the Capitolôs history.  Our next speaker was Speaker 

of the House Rick Thompson who touched upon issues of this session and the need to hold an election to replace Governor 

Manchin who replaced Senator Byrd after his passing.  Next on the agenda was House Minority leader Tim Armstead who 

discussed the role of the minority party and how they have worked together on state issues.  During Mr. Armsteadôs visit we were 

joined by U.S. Representative Shelley Moore Capito who discussed with us her role of working with the State delegation on 

national issues. 

Our second day had to be cut short due to the pending bad weather for our trip home. Hopefully the members of our group will 

be able to return on their own and see the House Chamber in session, the Governorôs Mansion and the Supreme Court as well.  

Overall, this was a very educational visit, and our speakers listened to our questions and concerns. 
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
