They 

recently completed a trek to the Antietam Battlefield where, lead by 

Army War College alumni Michael Pearson and David Willmann, they 

discovered how the leadership lessons gleaned from this 19th century 

battle are applicable to many of the challenges they face today.

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Small Business Tips and Misconceptions 

New small business owners are often challenged by their tax filing requirements.  It can be 

overwhelming to learn about federal and state tax responsibilities.  The following is a list of 

basic tips to avoid potential problems: 

Classify workers properly as employees or independent contractors as 

determined by law, this is not the choice of the worker or business owner. 

Deposit federal and state employment taxes, called trust fund taxes, on time. 

Make estimated quarterly payments to cover your own income tax and self-

employment tax liability. 

Keep good records to protect your personal and business investment and to make tax filing easier. 

Consider using a tax professional to help you with your tax filings. 

File and pay your taxes electronically. It's fast, easy, and secure. 

Protect financial and tax records to ensure business continuity in the event of a disaster. 

The cryptic and mystifying nature of the tax code generates a lot of folklore and misinformation that also leads to costly 

mistakes.  Here is a list of some common small business tax misconceptions: 

1.  All Start-Up Costs Are Immediately Deductible 

Business start-up costs are the expenses you incur before you actually begin business operations.  They may include costs for 

advertising, travel, surveys, and training.  You can elect to deduct up to $5,000 of business start-up costs and $5,000 of 

organizational costs paid or incurred in the year that you start a business.  Any remaining cost must be amortized over 15 

years. 

2.  Overpaying The IRS Makes You "Audit Proof" 

The IRS doesn't care if you overpay your taxes.  They do care if you pay less than you owe and you can't substantiate your 

income and deductions.  The best way to "Audit Proof" yourself is to properly document your receipts and expenses and make 

sure you are getting good advice from your tax accountant. 

3.  Being incorporated enables you to take more deductions. 

Aside from health insurance, deductions for the self-employed (sole-proprietors and S Corps) are pretty much equivalent to 

corporate deductions.  

4.  The home office deduction is a red flag for an audit. 

This is no longer as true as it once was.  Because of the proliferation of home offices, tax returns containing the home office 

deduction are much more common.  However, a high home office deduction-to-income ratio may be considered as a red flag 

for an audit. 

5. If you don't take the home office deduction, business expenses are not deductible. 

You are still eligible to take deductions for business supplies, business-related phone bills, travel expenses, printing, wages 

paid to employees or contract workers, depreciation of equipment used for your business, and other expenses related to 

running a home-based business, whether or not you take the home office deduction. 

6.  Taking an extension on your taxes is an extension to pay taxes. 

Extensions enable you to extend your filing date only. If you do not pay taxes on time, penalties and interest begin accruing 

from the due date. 

7.  Part-time business owners cannot set up self-employed pensions. 

If you start up a company while you have a salaried position complete with a 401K plan, you can still set up a SEP-IRA for 

your business and take the deduction within certain limits.
